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Instructions for Award Application 

 

Awards 

 
Two kinds of awards are available: 
 

• A Young Investigator Award for researchers 35 years of age or younger as at July 31, 2009. 
 

• A Developing Nations Award for lung cancer researchers from Developing Nations. 
 
There will be ten (10) Young Investigator Awards and fifteen (15) Developing Nations Awards. These 
awards will consist of complimentary registration to the Conference, up to five (5) night’s accommodation, 
a fixed amount to cover travel expenses and free membership in the IASLC for one year. The Awards 
Committee shall make the award selection, on the basis of the scientific content of the abstract submitted.  
 
Winning candidates will be notified by email in May 2009. 

 
Application for either Young Investigator Award or Developing Nations Award should be made on the web 
site after submitting a regular abstract. Please note the following conditions: 

• The candidate must be the first author of the submitted abstract. 
• The work must not have been presented or published before the date of the 13th World Conference. 
• Abstracts must be submitted on schedule (by March 13, 2009). 
• The candidate must submit an abstract to the 13th World Conference in the usual manner using the 

online submission form.  
 
 Candidates should also submit the following items to support their application: 

• An extended version of the abstract, to a maximum of 1500 words. 
• Curriculum vitae. 
• For Young Investigator Awards, a statement by the senior member (who must be a member of 

IASLC) of the candidate’s role in the research. 
• For Developing Nations Awards, the investigators should include a 1-5 page description of their 

candidate’s interests and current research in lung cancer. 
• Each of these documents should be either in Word or PDF format. 
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Applying for an Award 

 
1. Submit a regular (<500 word) abstract through the online system at www.2009worldlungcancer.org.  

The award applicant must be the first author on this abstract. 
2. After submitting the abstract, return to the Main Page of the submission site, and click on “My 

Abstracts”, to see a list of your abstracts. 
3. Click on the “Details/Uploads” link, in the row for the abstract you wish to be considered for the 

award application. 
4. This will take you to an upload page, where you can upload the three documents required.  
5. To upload a file, click on the Browse button, navigate to the location of the file on your drive, and 

select the file. The file name should then appear in the box next to the Browse button. Please note 
that spaces are not permitted in filenames. Use an_underscore instead_of_spaces in filenames. 

6. Click on the “Save” button to upload the file. The upload may take a few minutes, depending on file 
size, your access speed, and the amount of traffic at that moment. When the upload has completed 
the filename will appear underneath the Browse button. This indicates that the file has successfully 
been saved to the server. If the filename does not appear below the Browse button, the upload has 
failed. If the upload fails, try to upload the other files. If they upload correctly, this indicates a 
problem with the failed file. Open and resave it, and try to upload it again. If it still fails, email the 
file to Tech Support. If all file uploads fail, it indicates that your firewall will not permit file uploads. 
In this case try from a computer in a different location. If this still fails, email the files, as 
attachments to Tech Support (wclc@scolars.com), citing the abstract ID you are submitting for. 

7. After all files have been uploaded, you may close your Browser. 
8. If you wish to update a submitted document, return to the Upload page, and upload the new file. 

Name the file as an update, revision, or version 2 etc, so that organizers know which version to use. 
After March 13, the files received will be sent to the Awards Committee for review, and no further 
updates will be allowed.
